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Bhubaneswar, July 9: New
technological developments are
providing capabilities to soci-
ety but at the same time, they are
also creating new challenges for
humanity, President Droupadi
Murmu said Tuesday.

Murmu was addressing the
13th graduation ceremony of
the National Institute of
Science Education and
Research (NISER), here.

“Today, very rapid changes
are taking place in the field of sci-
ence and technology. Along with
the boon of science, there is al-
ways the danger of its curse.
